   Press Statement
The undersigned national women’s organizations are shocked by the shameful and disgusting behaviour of the Karnataka Ministers- Laxman Savadi, Krishna Palemar and CC Patil - all three belonging to the BJP- who were captured on the CCTV sitting in the Karnataka Assembly, watching pornographic clips of women being assaulted. These Ministers have violated the propriety and dignity of the House, and displayed utter contempt for its proceedings. Strict criminal and other action should be taken against them for their sleazy activities. Not only should they be removed from their portfolios, appropriate action should be taken to remove them from the membership of the House. 
The anti women mind set of the ex Women and Child Development Minister, C C Patil, who has been a vocal advocate of dress codes for women, has been thoroughly exposed. The BJP is answerable for justifying and defending hypocrites who indulge in moral policing, while themselves violating all norms of decent behaviour. Stringent action must be taken against the guilty ministers without any prevarication or delay.
